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Terence Young, MP Oakuville, applauds bringing fairer representation to the House of
Commons

April 1, 2010, Oakville — Canada’s faster-growing provinces are a step closer to seeing fairer
representation in the House of Commons thanks to the Government of Canada’s introduc-
tion of the Democratic Representation Bill, said Terence Young, Member of Parliament for
Oakville.

“I am very pleased my government is acting to make the House of Commons more demo-
cratic based on the principle of representation by population. I am particularly pleased that
after the next election, Ontario will get the representation it deserves in the federal Parlia-
ment.”

This morning, Minister of State for Democratic Reform, Steven Fletcher introduced the
Democratic Representation Bill which would bring fair representation to the country’s
faster-growing provinces. Based on current population projections, Ontario, Alberta and
British Columbia would receive more seats with this Bill's formula than they would under
the existing formula in the next readjustment process.

Under the Bill, it is projected that Ontario would receive 18 new seats, Alberta would receive
5 new seats, and British Columbia would receive 7 new seats and the remaining provinces’
seat count would not change.
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
